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BOARDING CONTRACT

	WITNESS THIS AGREEMENT this _______ day of ____________________________, 2023, by and between HAVEN STABLES at CROSS KEYS (Haven Stables), hereinafter referred to as “Stable,” and the individual or individuals undersigned, hereinafter referred to as “Owner.”  The address of Stable is 6107 Horse Farm Lane, Port Republic, Virginia 24471.  The phone number of Haven Stables is 540-607-6910.

1.  Fees, Terms and Location.  Owner acknowledges and accepts those terms set forth in the rate schedule as posted by Stable, whether said rates be daily, weekly or monthly.  Payment shall be due in accordance with that rate schedule on a timely basis.  In the event the subject animal is removed from the premises for any reason and returned, this agreement shall be deemed reinstated at the then current rates.  Stable reserves the right to notify Owner within the fifteen (15) days of the horse’s arrival if the horse, in Stable’s opinion, is deemed to be dangerous or undesirable for Stable’s establishment.  In such case, Owner shall be solely responsible for removing the horse within seven (7) days of said notice and for all fees incurred during the horse’s presence upon the premises.  This agreement shall be deemed terminated and concluded upon the payment of all fees due to Stable.  

The boarding fee is due, in advance, on the first of each month.  All other fees and charges are due on the first of each month following the date of the invoice.  A late fee of $25 will be assessed for payments received between the 11th day of the month and the 20th.  A late fee of $50 will be additionally assessed for payment received between the 21st and the end of the month. There will be a $35 charge for returned checks. In the event payment is overdue by 30 days, Stable shall be entitled to a lien against the horse and/or equipment stored upon the premises in the full amount due.  Enforcement of said lien shall be at the discretion of Stable, who may sell the horse and/or equipment for amounts outstanding in accordance with the appropriate laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia.  The initial boarding fee and charges applicable to the services as set forth below shall be $550 per month for full board or $350 per month for field board.  Owner acknowledges and agrees that Owner shall be responsible for all costs of repairing or replacing all property of Stable damaged or destroyed by Owner’s horse and shall make timely payments as set forth above.   

2. Description of Horse to be Boarded (“Horse”).  See attached Horse Information Sheet(s).
 
3. Feed, Facilities and Services.  Stable agrees to provide adequate feed and facilities for normal and reasonable care required to maintain the health and well-being of the Horse as outlined in the attached Feed and Stable Services Agreement.  Owner acknowledges that Owner has inspected the facilities and finds them in safe and proper order.  

4. Risk of Loss and Standard of Care.  DURING THE TIME THAT THE HORSE(S) IS/ARE IN CUSTODY OF STABLE, STABLE SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR ANY SICKNESS, DISEASE, ESTRAY, THEFT, DEATH OR INJURY WHICH MAY BE SUFFERED BY THE HORSE(S) OR ANY OTHER CAUSE OF ACTION, WHATSOEVER, ARISING OUT OF OR BEING CONNECTED IN ANY WAY WITH THE BOARDING OF SAID HORSE(S), EXCEPT IN THE EVENT OF NEGLIGENCE ON THE PART OF STABLE, ITS AGENTS, AND/OR EMPLOYEES.   This includes, but is not limited to, any personal injury or disability the horse Owner, or Owner’s guests, may receive on Stable premises.  

The Owner fully understands that Stable does not carry any insurance on any horse(s) not owned by it for boarding or for any other purposes, whether public liability, accidental injury, theft or equine mortality insurance, and that all risks connected with boarding or for any other reason for which the horse(s) in the possession of, and on the premises of Stable are to be borne by the Owner.  Stable strongly recommends equine mortality insurance be obtained applicable to the subject Horse(s) by Owner.

The standard of care applicable to Stable is that of ordinary care of a prudent horse owner, and not as a compensated Bailee.  In no event shall Stable be held liable to owner for equine death or injury in an amount in excess of five thousand dollars ($5,000) per animal.  Owner agrees to obtain equine insurance for any animals valued in excess of five thousand dollars ($5,000), at Owner’s expense or forego any claim for amounts in excess of five thousand dollars ($5,000).  Owner agrees to disclose this entire agreement to Owner’s insurance company, and to provide Stable with the company’s name, address and policy number.  Failure to disclose insurance information shall be at Owner’s risk.  

5. Hold Harmless.  Owner agrees to hold Stable harmless from any and all claims arising from damage or injury caused by Owner’s Horse(s) to anyone, and to defend Stable from any such claims.  Owner agrees to disclose any and all hazardous or dangerous propensities of Horse(s) boarded with Stable.  

6. Emergency Care.  Stable agrees to attempt to contact Owner should Stable feel that medical treatment is needed for said Horse(s), but, if Stable is unable to contact Owner, Stable is then authorized to secure emergency veterinary and farrier care required for the health and well-being of said Horse(s).  All costs of such care shall be paid by Owner within fifteen (15) days from the date Owner received notice thereof, or Stable is authorized, as Owner’s agent, to arrange direct billing to Owner.  

STABLE SHALL ASSUME THAT OWNER DESIRES SURGICAL CARE IF RECOMMENDED BY A VETERINARIAN IN THE EVENT OF COLIC, OR OTHER LIFE-THREATENING ILLNESS, UNLESS STABLE IS INSTRUCTED HEREIN OR ON OWNER’S INFORMATION SHEETS, BY OWNER, THAT THE HORSE(S) IS/ARE NOT SURGICAL CANDIDATES.

Owner agrees to notify Stable of any and all changes of address, emergency telephone numbers, itineraries or other information reasonably necessary to contact Owner in the event of an emergency.  In the event Owner departs for vacation or is otherwise unavailable, prior to departure, Owner shall notify Stable as to what party is authorized to make decisions in the Owner’s place with regard to the health, well-being, and/or medical treatment of the Horse(s).  

7. Limitation of Actions.  Any action of claim brought by Owner against Stable for breach of this agreement or for loss due to negligence must be brought within one (1) year of the date such claim or loss occurs.

8. Hoof Care/Shoeing, Vaccinations, and De-Worming.  All expenses associated with vet care, de-worming, and farrier care are the responsibility of Owner.  
a. Vet Care.  Stable works with Blue Ridge Equine Clinic (Vet) for vaccinations and horse health care.  Stable shall oversee all vaccinations with invoices sent directly from Vet to Owner.  It is Owner’s responsibility to pay these invoices in a timely manner.  
b. De-worming.  Stable shall oversee all de-worming and will add that expense to the Owner’s monthly bill.
c. Farrier.  We have several farriers who come to the farm on a regular basis.  If Owner needs shoes for their Horse(s), if Horse has other special needs for its hoof care, or if Owner has another preferred farrier, Stable will assist in scheduling routine hoof care with Owner’s farrier if Owner so desires; otherwise, it is the responsibility of the Owner to maintain their Horse(s)’ hooves.

9. Property in Storage on Stable’s Premises.  Owner may store certain tack and equipment on the premises of Stable at no additional charge to Owner.  However, Stable shall not be responsible for the theft, loss, damage or disappearance of any tack or equipment or other property stored at Stable as the same is stored at the Owner’s risk.  Stable shall not be liable for the theft, loss, damage, or disappearance of any tack or equipment taken to horse shows or clinics.  

10. Termination.  In the event Owner would like to remove horse from Stable, a 30-day written notice is required for the termination of this Contract.  All debt must be paid to Stable prior to horse leaving Stable.  Stable has the right of lien as set forth in the law of the Commonwealth of Virginia for the amount due for services and shall have the right, without process of law, to retain said horse until said debt is paid in full.  

11. Entire Agreement.  This contract represents the entire agreement between the parties.  No other agreements, promises, or representations, verbal or implied, are included herein unless specifically stated in this written agreement.  This agreement is made and entered into in the Commonwealth of Virginia, and it shall be enforced and interpreted in accordance with the laws of said state.  



12. Enforceability of Agreement.  In the event one or more parts of this agreement are found to be unenforceable or illegal, the other portions hereof shall be deemed in full force and effect.

FEED & STABLE SERVICES

1. Feed.  Stable shall feed Owner’s horse(s) two (2) times per day a high-quality feed, a flax supplement and K.I.S. Trace mineral.  Stable shall also provide farm grown quality grass hay twice per day.  

2. Additional supplements:  If Owner desires to feed additional supplements, Owner is responsible for providing those supplements in a timely manner, and a $15 fee will be added to the monthly boarding rate for Stable.  

3. Turn Out.  We believe the horses are happier and healthier when they get at least eight-ten hours of turnout per day.  If Owner desires to have private turnout, a $50 fee will be added to the monthly boarding rate, and if Owner desires 24-hour turn out, that will be available at the cost of full board.  

4. Blanketing.  Stable shall blanket Horse(s) as necessary for weather conditions in blankets provided by Owner.  Blankets should be in good repair and if torn or missing straps, Owner will repair the blanket or provide a new one. 

5. Locker Room.  Owner shall be given a private locker for their belongings on a first come first served basis.  There are limited private lockers available.  If all lockers are full, Owner shall have a trunk space available in front of Owner’s horse stall, and Owner shall use the tack room at the end of the aisleway for their saddle and bridle.  

6. Laundry Area.  Owner shall have full access to the laundry area to wash blankets, pads, etc.  If you start a wash load, please stay on the premises until you have completely finished the cycle of washing, drying, and putting blankets and pads back in place.

7. Grooming Area.  Owner shall have full access to the grooming area to groom their Horse(s).  Please sweep and clean up before you head out to ride your horse.  We want it to be clean for the next person.  This would apply to the aisleways also. 

8. Trailer Parking.  Owners are allowed to park their trailers on Stable premises in the designated trailer parking area.  Stable is not responsible for any damage to trailers on the premises, nor any equipment inside the trailers.  Please make sure trailers are locked at all times.  
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STABLE RULES

To keep Haven Stables a nice place to be for all, there are some rules that all boarders, lessons students, family members and guests need to follow.  These rules are intended to make
your experience at Haven Stables as safe and pleasant as possible. These rules will periodically be updated or modified and posted on our website (www.havenstables.net)

Haven Stables reserves the right to remove or refuse entry to anyone who violates any
of these rules.


Conduct

1. Help us make the farm a fun, friendly, supportive environment for all! 
2. Be nice to others, both people and horses - no exceptions. Treat other boarders, management, family, and guests (including their horses and property) with the same kindness and respect with which you would like to be treated, while on the farm, at shows or clinics and on social media.
3. Haven Stables is at all times to remain a friendly place suitable for the entire family of the other boarders and clients. No belligerent, malicious, lewd, vulgar, profane or otherwise objectionable conduct or language will be tolerated. The conduct of everyone on the farm will at all times be dignified and civil. Failure to comply with this key rule will result in your being asked to leave Haven Stables.
4. No smoking or drug use on Haven Stables property.
5. All riders must sign a Haven Stables Liability Release Waiver before handling or mounting any horse or pony on farm property.
6. Don’t use or borrow things that aren’t yours unless you have permission from the owner. 
7. If you move something, please put it back. If you open it, close it (doors, gates, etc.). If you turn it on (water, lights, heaters, etc.), turn it off. If something breaks or needs attention, please let management know.
8. If you have an issue with another boarder, staff member, or volunteer, please approach them directly and talk with them about it.  Gossip and passive aggressive behavior will not be tolerated.  If you attempt to talk with them about the issue and cannot get it resolved, inform the barn manager.

Safety

1. Ride at your own risk. 
2. All riders must sign a Haven Stables Liability Release Waiver before handling or mounting any horse or pony on farm property.
3. It is the responsibility of parents/guardians to supervise their children at all times when on the farm.
4. ASTM approved helmets must be worn by all riders at all times while mounted.
5. Appropriate, closed-toe footwear is highly recommended for everyone near the horses or stable.
6. Keep your horse on a lead at all times when out of the stall or pasture.
7. Do not leave horses unattended in arenas, wash racks or cross-ties.
8. Do not tie horses to any stall, sliding stall door or fence; it is dangerous!
9. When riding in fields or trails, watch out for groundhog holes and other marked and unmarked obstacles. If you find animal holes that should be marked, please let management know.

Use of Facilities

1. Barn hours are from 7 am til 9 pm daily. We will work with you for early shows or horse illnesses, but please provide the Barn Manager with advanced or immediate notice if you have any reason to be on farm property outside of these hours. 
2. Parking for boarders, clients and guests is in the gravel area to the left of the indoor arena. 
3. Parking in front of the barn is reserved for loading and unloading only.
4. Clinics, lessons and special events will be offered. These events will have precedence in facility and horse usage. Management will keep you informed of these activities with as much advanced notice as possible. 
5. If you give someone else permission to visit/handle/ride your horse when you are not on the farm, please let the Barn Manager know ahead of time. These visitors MUST sign a Haven Stables Liability Release Waiver before they may handle or ride any horse.
6. We may offer limited access to our indoor arena, outdoor ring, and trails to outside guests. Guests trailering horses to Haven Stables must make prior arrangements with Haven Stables management, and must provide proof of current negative Coggins, and all vaccinations required of boarder’s horses (Tetanus, Rabies, West Nile, Eastern/Western Encephalitis, Influenza (Flu), Rhinopneumonitis (Herpes), Strangles BEFORE their horses may visit the property. Haul-in horses may not enter the barn or use wash stalls, and they may not be left unattended. Owners of haul-in horses must sign a Haven Stables Liability Release, and Owners must comply with all applicable barn rules including cleaning up after their horse and restoring any jumps or equipment that were moved in the rings. The haul-in fee is $20 per horse, per day and must be paid in advance.   Management reserves the right to grant or refuse access to our facilities at our discretion.
7. Boarders’ and guests’ dogs may be allowed at Haven Stables by management discretion only. Dogs must be leashed, under control and quiet. Dogs are not allowed in the barn, pastures, paddocks, outdoor ring or indoor arena for any reason. Owners must clean up after their dogs.  Dogs which pose a nuisance or danger to horses or people, or whose owners do not follow these rules will be asked to leave
.
Horse Care

1. Stalled horses must have their halter, with a lead rope attached, hanging on the front of the stall at all times when they are in their stall (in case of emergency).
2. Don’t feed treats to any horse that you do not own unless you have permission from the owner.
3. Horses are fed twice daily. To request a feed change, please put a note on the white board and/or discuss the change with the Barn Manager. Do not help yourself to extra feed, hay or shavings.
4. If you are riding at feed time, we will leave your horse’s feed so that you may feed them after your ride and after they are cooled.
5. Horses may only be turned out in their pre-approved paddocks. Horses may not be moved to a different paddock at any time without the notification and permission of the Barn Manager. If you feel there is a need for change, please discuss this with the Barn Manager.

Facility Maintenance

1. There is room for one tack box per boarder in the front/main aisle. Please keep the area in front of your stall neat, and your tack and gear put away in either your box or the tack room.  Personal items found in cross-ties, wash stalls, riding arenas or paddocks will be placed in “lost and found.”
2. There are cross-ties in the wash rack, grooming areas, and aisleways. Please groom in your stall whenever feasible to keep the aisles clear for passing horses and guests. If you groom in the aisle or wash rack, clean up thoroughly after your horse, including sweeping up hair and dirt, shoveling (hosing and scrubbing, if necessary) manure from the mats and concrete aisle.
3. The barn, grooming area, aisle and wash rack areas are to be kept free of grooming tools, equipment, hair, dirt, hay and manure. PLEASE clean up after yourself and your horse before you ride to leave it clean for the next person. 
4. Please do not waste water or electricity; turn off water and lights after use and use buckets whenever possible in the wash bay.  Please coil hoses when you are finished using them and disconnect them from the spigot if temps are near or below freezing.
5. Any damage done to the barn, stalls or other facilities by your horse will be repaired at the horse owner/boarder's expense. Horses that crib or chew wood will be discussed on a case-by-case basis to determine what is the best situation for them.  
6. Please notify management of any necessary repairs, maintenance, problems, or needed supplies so that repairs may be made or problems remedied as soon as possible.
7. The boarders’ tack room doors should remain closed at all times for the safety and security of your tack and that of other boarders. 
8. When cleaning out your trailer, please place all manure and soiled bedding in the manure pile.  Please do not leave muck buckets of manure inside the horse barn.
9. Please be respectful that the house is a private residence. 

Arena Etiquette

1. Arenas are solely for the purpose of riding – DO NOT use arenas for turnouts. Free running and/or free lunging are NOT allowed in the indoor or outdoor arenas without express permission from management.  The round pen is available for free lunging and training purposes.  
2. Lessons being conducted by our trainers have priority and right of way in the indoor arena and outdoor rings. Riders not in the lesson may be asked to “pull over” and wait in a safe area while students are jumping courses. If there is ever a question of control and safety, the trainer has the right to ask riders use only a designated portion of the arena or to leave the arena until the lesson is finished. The lesson schedule is available on our website; it is kept as up to date as possible, though last minute changes may occur.
3. When riding during a lesson, ride at the level of the lesson (i.e., no galloping or jumping during a walk/trot beginner lesson) unless you have specific permission from the trainer giving the lesson to do otherwise.
4. Always ride in control and be courteous of other riders around you. Remember to look out for less experienced riders.
5. Ask before taking down or moving jumps. Put them back as you found them when you are done.
6. Clean up after your horse when you have finished riding -- put away all gear and remove all manure.

SERIOUS INJURY MAY RESULT FROM PARTICIPATION IN THIS ACTIVITY.  HAVEN STABLES DOES NOT GUARANTEE YOUR SAFETY OR THAT OF YOUR HORSE. YOU PARTICIPATE AT YOUR OWN RISK.

Haven Stables at Cross Keys, LLC, (Haven Stables) is owned and operated by Bruce D. and Alicia A. Burns hereafter known as “the PREMISES OWNER.”  Haven Stables is located at 6107 Horse Farm Lane, Port Republic, VA 244781 hereafter known as “the PREMISES.”

IT IS HEREBY AGREED TO AS FOLLOWS:

REGISTRATION OF RIDER AND AGREEMENT PURPOSE
I, ______________________________, hereafter known as “the RIDER” voluntarily request and agree to participate in horseback riding on the PREMISES.

AGREEMENT SCOPE AND TERRITORY AND DEFINITIONS
This agreement shall be legally binding upon the RIDER and the parents or legal guardians thereof if the RIDER is under 18 years of age, the RIDER’s heirs, estate, assigns, including all minor children, and personal representatives; and it shall be interpreted according to the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia. Any disputes by the RIDER shall be litigated in Rockingham County, Virginia.

ACTIVITY RISK CLASSIFICATION
Horseback riding is classified as a RUGGED ADVENTURE RECREATIONAL SPORT ACTIVITY, and there are numerous obvious and non-obvious inherent risks always present in such activity despite all safety precautions. Related injuries can be severe.

NATURE OF RIDING HORSES
No horse or pony is a completely safe horse or pony. If a rider falls from a horse or pony to the ground the impact may result in severe injury or death to the rider. If a horse or pony is frightened or provoked it may divert from its training and act according to its natural survival instincts which may include, but are not limited to: stopping short, changing directions or speed at will; shifting its weight; bucking; rearing; kicking; biting; or running from danger.

RIDER RESPONSIBILITY
Upon mounting a horse or pony and taking up the reins, the RIDER is in primary control of the horse or pony. The RIDER’S safety largely depends upon the RIDER’S ability to carry out instructions, and the RIDER’S ability to remain balanced aboard the moving animal. The RIDER shall be responsible for the RIDER’S own safety. The RIDER shall determine and shall be responsible to determine their own fitness and that the RIDER has adequate experience for horseback riding. RIDER acknowledges that by voluntarily participating in horseback riding the RIDER is certifying that the RIDER has not been advised by any treating physician that there is a medical condition which any reasonable person would realize could be adversely affected by the RIDER’s participation in horseback riding.  The RIDER is certifying that any treating physician has not advised the RIDER to limit physical activities or exercise in any way. The RIDER is also certifying that they are not pregnant to the best of the RIDER’s knowledge.

CONDITIONS OF NATURE
The RIDER agrees that the PREMISES OWNER is not responsible for any injuries or death, for acts, occurrences, or elements of nature that can scare a horse or pony, cause it to fall, or react in some other unsafe way.

ACCIDENT, MEDICAL AND PERSONAL LIABILITY INSURANCE
Should medical treatment be required, the RIDER, the RIDER’s accident or the RIDER’s medical insurance company shall pay for all such incurred expenses. Should the RIDER’s actions or that of the RIDER’s horse or pony cause injury or damage of any kind, the RIDER or the RIDER’s personal liability insurance shall pay for such damages, except if caused by the gross negligence or misconduct of the PREMISES OWNER, its agents or employees.

PROTECTIVE HEADGEAR WARNING
The RIDER has been warned and advised to purchase and wear an ASTM/SEI approved riding helmet, and that wearing a riding helmet while mounting, riding, dismounting, and otherwise being around horses or ponies, may prevent or reduce severity of some head injuries and even prevent death from happening as the result of a fall or other occurrence. The RIDER has been advised that all riders must wear riding helmets while in proximity to horses or ponies while on the PREMISES.

LIABILITY RELEASE
In consideration of the PREMISES OWNER allowing the RIDER’S participation in horseback riding, under the terms set forth herein and except in the event of gross negligence or misconduct by the PREMISES OWNER, its agents or employees, the RIDER agrees as follows: to hold harmless and release the PREMISES OWNER, its agents and employees from liability, claims, demands, losses, or damages on the RIDER’S account; to the fullest extent that such covenant is permitted by applicable law, to not bring any claims, demand, legal actions and causes of action, against the PREMISES OWNER for any losses, including without limitation economic and non-economic losses due to bodily injury, death, property damage, sustained by the RIDER in relation to activities occurring at the PREMISES or the operations of the PREMISES to include while riding, handling or otherwise being near horses or ponies owned by or in the care, custody and control of the PREMISES OWNER; and that if, despite this release, waiver of liability, and assumption of risk the RIDER, or anyone on the RIDER’s behalf makes a claim under this provision against the PREMISES OWNER, the RIDER will indemnify, save, and hold harmless the PREMISES OWNER from any loss, liability, damage, or reasonable costs which it may incur as the result of such claim.

SIGNER STATEMENT OF AWARENESS AND AGREEMENT
